               Provide communion – provide bread, wine and alcohol-free white grape juice for communion
               Fellowship – set up refreshments, including beverages and treats, clean up as needed
               Provide refreshments for weekly worship – provide store-bought treats, juice, coffee as needed
               Banners – design and construct banners for special seasons and emphases
               Clean up – tend to final details before, during and after worship and special events
               Audio Visual Technician – knowledge in setting up and caring for AV equipment
